
GIS WEB MAPPING SITE HELP

The RRT/NWAC project GIS website allows users to map key features in the EPA
Region 10 area of Washington-Oregon-Idaho. Beyond visualization of location of
risks, and population centers, the site allows the user to locate incidents based
on street address geocoding, latitude/longitude location, and point-and-click, to
determine the impact, and jurisdiction of an incident.

The document provides a comprehensive list of layers used on the site, and site
functionality to guide the user on how to utilize this site to analyze incident
locations and impacts.

Section 1. Main Site Information

1.1 URL. The site is located at the following URL, hosted at E&E:
http://gis1.ene.com/EPAR10_GIS_Tool/. The map can be accessed from
the main RRT/NWAC IT portal site

1.2 Main Map Screenshot. The following is a screen shot showing how the
GIS web mapping site looks when initially loaded. Key features of the
map are highlighted.



1.3 Scale Bar. The main map contains a scale bar to give the user a
reference of how close or far out of a view is currently being displayed.

1.4 Map Zoom/Out In. The main map also contains “Google Maps” style
zooming in and out to specific levels. This functionality is achieved with
the small ‘plus’ and ‘minus’ buttons in the upper left hand portion of the
map. Click plus to zoom in a level, and minus to zoom back out to a

smaller view one level.

Section 2. Table of Contents (Map Layers)

The Table of Contents is the list of map layers available to the user. These are
layers that the user can manipulate by turning on and off.

3.2 Zoom Out Tool (requires activation) . Allows the user to zoom in closer
on the map to view a specific area in more detail. The tool can be used

in the same two ways as the Zoom In Tool (see 3.1)

3.3 Pan Tool (requires activation) . Allows the user to move the map in a
particular direction. Activate this tool, then touch the map with the left

mouse button, and drag the map in the direction that you want to move.

3.4 Full Extent Button . Returns the map to the full view of the region
(Washington, Oregon, and Idaho).

3.5 Zoom Previous. Returns the map to the previous area that it was
zoomed into before you zoomed again. If you zoom in or out by mistake,

this button will return you to the last spot you were viewing. Clicking this
button repeatedly will bring you all the way back to when you first started the
application.

3.6 Zoom Forward. If you have used the Zoom Previous button to go
backwards in map zooming (3.5), and would like to return to where you
originally zoomed.

3.7 Identify Tool (requires activation) . Allows the user to query GIS
information at a particular location on the screen. Activate this tool and touch
the location on the map where you would like to see information.

Once you have done this, a window will pop up at that location, with a list of layers
that had features at that location.
